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Art II - Photography
Course Requirements 
Art II – Photography is an all year course that focuses on the elements and principles of art along with the rules of composition to create stunning photographs. Students must already have their Art I credit in order to be in Art II- Photography. Digital cameras will be required for each student; phones and tablets are not utilized as cameras for class assignments. Printing is done in the classroom and there is a required printing fee. Within the course, students will be utilizing technology on a daily basis. Students are expected to take photographs both inside and outside of class time. Weekly challenges and shooting school events are example homework assignments. In class, we will explore digital photo editing, and practice various photographic styles and methods. Students will have multiple opportunities to compete in photography contests.

Grading Policy:

Late Assignments: 

It is our expectation that all assignments will be turned in on time.

· Talking during a test/quiz is considered cheating.  The test/quiz will be taken up, and the student will receive a recorded grade of zero.  The student’s parents will also be notified.

· Students that turn in images from the internet as their own are considered as cheating.  
· You are required to bring your thumb drive and photos every class period. Class time is used for editing photos, peer critiques and new assignment discussions.   
· The class will need to be seated before the bell rings in order to be dismissed.  
· Food and drinks are not allowed near school technology. We will have a designated area where students may eat and drink. Please make sure you throw away all trash. 

· Restroom privileges are based on teacher discretion.
